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MONUMENT PROTECTION: OLD AND NEW

With a very peculior, but careful transformation of fhe existing building we wish to raise issues
about new models for co-habitafion in he future - with constant and unpredictable changes
of fhe way we live, how can abandoned historical heritage be preserved and reused at ifs ful
potential for future generationsz

In the Medieval Experimentarium, the old prison building is kept in ifs original state from the
outside, with he new structure of the Promenade carefully positioned af its close proximity.
but not physically attached to it - it is standing independently aside. The Promenade allows
new points of perspective towards the old building - it acts as an archaeological scaffolding.
at the same fime profecting the historical building, as well as bringing the visitors closer fo if. n
order to stay frue fo fhe historical prison architecture, we keep fhe existing spatial configuration,
but change fhe access and walking roufes, and open up spaces for more air and fight fo
accommodate new creafive programs.
