The pre-existing cut-off green spaces, underuti-
lised parking areas, and disconnected ground-level
residences form fragmented relationships with the
surroundings. Based on the urban context, these
fragmented spaces are reorganised along the pub-
lic mobility axis VitusstraBe and the resident axis
Adalbert-Stifter-StraBe. The fragmented spaces,
diversified through various programs, are reorgan-
ised along five axes to create a new neighbourhood
appearance.

typologies stacking vs layering

It revitalizes the neighborhood with layer-

ing of new types rather than stacking of the
same type.

regensburger scape

‘The Regensburger scape is created in the
shape of various balconies and roof pergola
with the motif of the Regensveug gable roof.

sustainability

It generates its own energy with air, geother-
‘mal heat pumps and pv panels, and reuses
rain for plants rather than directly draining it.
