Since its closure, the role of Es Sindicat as a unifying force
has faded. Felanitx's economy has shifted. now driven
largely by tourism, and for nearly 30 years the building has
remained dormant—an unrealized opportunity.

Meanwhile, XXI century's society faces a deeper crisis:
the growing alienation of people from both nature and one
another. Individualism and technology have often replaced
communal and ccological Aloss of trust is reflect

in rising intolerance and in a worldview where nature is
increasingly seen as a threat rather than a partner.

By
preserving and transmitting its history. discovering and
honoring its original structure. and opening itself to cul-
tural and artistic reinterpretation. it can serve as a bridge
between past and future—connecting those who arrive with
those who remain.

‘The connection is so profound that one can be seen as the
extension of the other. History shows how the topography
was cleverly harnessed to simplify the production process.
‘making use of gravity’s natural force. But once production
ceased. the bond between architecture and landscape fad-
ed into invisibility. By learning from the past and from the
building's own history. we can rebuild the lost relationship
with nature.

4 - MUSEOGRAPHIC ITINERARY

follows the beating heart of the cathedral. Wine production
began on the upper terrace. where wagons arriving from
Felanitx via the old wagon path unloaded grapes at the
receiving docks.

6 - THE PRODUCTIVE COURTYARD

‘The front square has always been part of the site. but over
time—and with the construction of the main road—it was.
gradually buried and forgotten. The project now aims to
unearth this vital space of connection and transfors
a shared. productive public garden. drawing the agricultur-
al terraces into the urban core. The geometry of the main
fagade extends across the road. physically reweaving the
old wine cathedral into the fabric of the city center.

7 - THE REINFORCED EXISTING WOODLAND

plays a key role as an ecological corridor between Felanitx
and Sa Mola. Over time. both plant and animal corridors
have become firmly established. turning this arca into a
valuable ccosystem that must be preserved.

EMPATHY WITH NATURAL ECOSYSTEMS
Local resources and second life as preventing tool

The key strategies for relearning coexistence with the environment draw from a long-standing tradition. when both construc-
tion and agriculture relied on local resources. Revisiting these past practices—local sourcing. recycling. and repurposing
offers a path toward reducing CO2 emissions. All necessary materials can be sourced within a 5-kilometer radius: red clay.
