Soil memory is part of the system—we build
on what the ground remembers. Former
use, history&transformations, compaction,
contamination, fertility—all informs the logic.

Repurpose Co-Living

We divided the site into 150x150m plots and ran
simulations on radiation, slope, rain accumulation,
wind and biodiversity potential. We collected

data on the existing resources - both material and
intangible. With the support of new parametric tools
we were able to identify and cross multiple data
about the native species of the area, soil typology
and growth simulation under specific conditions.

Four Intertwined Layers

The result is a calibrated field. Some plots lean

0 toward nature—buffer zones, wild edges, ruderal

cores. Others priorities production—high-tech
farming, food forests, circular systems. Some
anchor living—compact, well-connected, facing

green. Others activate culture—gathering points,
“tive rituals. Each plot intertwines all
four layers: nature, production, living, culture -
overlapping, negotiating, adjusting. The whole is
a balanced result that mimic a healthy ecosystem
where a multi-species layering collaborate and
enhance each others.
