INTRODUCTION

Brick path

Building on the concept of the existing bike and pedestrian network of Tygelsjostigen, the Hyllie tegelstig project introduces a brick path that Greenery
implements the idea of placemaking as a method to create a iving urban environmentin Hylle. The project both reinforces the unique identity e
of this neighbourhood and corresponds to current traditions of human-oriented urban development in Malmd. The project reuses existing
systems and local traditions in the area which can be summarised into four categories: Herbs

1.Train node
Rather than hiding the barrier of the railroad, this project aims to highlight Hyllie's unique spatial quality as a transport node linking New public Art

Sweden to Denmark and the rest of Europe. This project therefore enhances the railroad instead of excluding .

2. Water

By reusing the strong symbol of Hyllie's landmark water tower, instead of inventing a new graphical
identity,this project readapts the design of the water tower in a set of reoccurring pavilions proposed -
on site. The theme of water also alludes to Hylie’s two existing waterparks, as well as ts proximity
to Bresund and its connection to Denmark.
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3. Parks
The green areas of Hyllie are reminiscent of the time when Hyllie was characterised by farmland. Therefore this
project focuses on readapting the landscape into a continuous green corridor translated into an urban context,

4. Avant-garde art
With the aim of introducing a living urban environment in Hyllie, the main focus of the project will be
to implement various placemaking actvities through public art. Using Malm's reputation of being an
experimental art scene in Sweden, Hyllie will reinvent this tradition by turning itinto an outdoor mul-
ti-disciplinary art experience, accessible to all who roam the streets and parks of the neighbourhood.

The theoretical framework of the project s built on Danish psychologist Ingrid Geh's eight criteria for
social sustainability described in her book Bo-miljo, as well as the method of the Power of 10+, initiated
by the organisation Project for Public Spaces. The research is used as a starting point to address the need
for public spaces in Hyllie that support people’s sense of safety and well-being, while also contributing to
an inclusive, playful, dynamic, meaningful and attractive urban environment in the Malma region.

THE BRICK PATH

The brick path, which has given the project its name, flows through Hyllie like a thread connecting greenery,
landmarks, nodes, public artworks, parks, housing, restaurants and enterprises. Together, they overcome the

mental and physical barriers of the site. Hylie tegelstig is an abstraction of the railroad that poetically extends
beyond the tracks from its way from Denmark, into Hylie through the brick path and then further on into the

rest of Sweden. By introducing at least ten different types of activities along the brick path, Hyllie becomes

dynamic and relevant for various groups of people regardless of age. The placemaking approach of the project
serves as a platform for interdisciplinary collaborations with local stakeholders, associations and residents. The
format of the brick path also refers to the qualities of forest paths that intrigue people to explore where they might
lead. Just like the existing path of Tygelsjostigen, Hyllie tegelstiq offers a sensorial pedestrian and biking experience
in Hyllie that encourages people to engage in outdoor activities.

Brick as a material holds a deep cultural and architectural significance in Malmd and the wider Skine region.
Historically it has been a durable, low-maintenance material shaped by the availability of clay-rich soil, which is
abundant throughout the region. Even though there are no active brickyards left in Skéne, the historical location of
this function was often situated adjacent to the railroad. Using brick as the building materialfor the path sheds light on
this tradition in a poetic way. Leftover products of the construction of the brick path, such as dismantled asphalt,

will be used as material in one of the artworks along Hyllie tegelstig.
