A Vision for Lahti Sport Center and Beyond.
Lahti Sport Center bears the potential of becoming a new vibrant centrality for the city with 
all year round programs and activities based on three main topics: Sport, Nature and Culture. 

Our vision is based on the creation of a central axis that runs North-South; a 1.8 km linear 
active park that connects Lahti Sport Center with Lake Vesijärvi and the proposed Park of the 
former Railway while activating existing programs and implementing new ones. 

A East-West axis connects the City with the Salpausselkä Geopark and provides a new experi-
ence of accessibility through a new ring gate located at the joints of the two axes. Within the 
project site we aim to create a Pedestrian and slow mobility friendly area. 

Our project proposes the implementation of a new identity based on wellbeing, social gath-
ering and coexistence between different species. A social and ecological Siniristilippu infra-
structure based on human-scale and biodiversity. 

The project aims to address the needs and will of any target groups by creating an inclusive 
public space with all year round uses, taking in account day-night uses and seasonality. It pro-
motes outdoor life and co-existence between humans and nature.

The new Media Center is light structure 
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A wooden tower is placed at the beginning of the recreational trajectory. 
Device #1 is a panoramic spot to look at the entire new public realm. 
It is also a bird watching tower looking at the surrounding forest

The new North South Axis is a permeable surface hosting new landscape 
pockets and sport/recreational activities, providing all year round uses for 
citizens and visitors and promoting wellbeing and active lifestyle.

The Ring gate is placed at the crossing between 
the 2 major trajectories of the Area. As a floating 
ring it acts as a new landmark collecting and 
redirecting people during main events. Under the 
ring is possible to find all destination thank to 
way findings painted on the ground 

Media Center fill the gap between the sky jump and Suurhalli 
offering a new location for media during events but not only.

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The new North South Axis easily connects the site with 
Lahti Port and Lake Vesijärvi, providing new opportuni-
ty of accessibility.
A new pedestrian bridge is placed at the crossing with 
Jalkarannantie in order to favor safe pedestrian flows.

Lahti Sport Center main Square provide a flxible host that can host 
multiple events of different scales. From sport related events, to 
concerts and performances. The special pavement realized trought 
partecipatory processes celebrates the uniqueness and the innova-
tion footprint of Lahti.

TEVOCUC it’s a vibrant Cultural center with exhibition spaces, a library, 
laboratories, workshops, cafe and restaurants. The cultural center it’s a 
self sufficient building with solar panels, in order to optimize the use of flat 
roofs. Is Chimney is a landmark of the new cultural functions implemented 
on site.

TEVOCUC also integrates a new theatre located within the 
former industrial silos complemented with an outdoor 
amphitheater. It provides a flexible stage to host smaller
