The urban landscape of Getafe reflects the so-
cial transformations driven by rapid growth
throughout the 20th century. The city transitions
abruptly from residential neighborhoods with a
sense of community to dense building blocks,
expansive industrial areas, and large event ven-
ues, all embedded in carefully managed green
spaces. Over time, these large-scale infrastruc-
tures have become increasingly detached from
the everyday life of residents, while industrial
zones remain under-integrated into the urban
ecosystem. Therefore, it is important to re-ex-
amine the mediation within this urban fabric and
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flexibility across different land uses.

The project aims to re-establish exchanges be-
tween large-scale events and daily urban life,
particularly across the border between residen-
tial and industrial areas, reinforcing the possibil-
ity of future connectivity. The project reimagines
Getafe’s urban landscape by seamlessly inte-
grating architecture and nature, forming an open
and adaptable system. At the heart of this trans-
formation is the adaptive reuse of the bullring—
redefined as a multifunctional civic space with a
transparent and inviting presence.
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
