Cooperative heritage reborn, nature restored

Felanitx - Es Sindicat (ES)
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In teritorial terms, Felanitx, in the southeast of the island of Mallorca, has an urban core
nesfled between two signficant orographic landmarks: Sa Mola and Es Calvari, which
act as natural protectors of the settiement. However, the relationship between these
mountain ecosystems and the urban fabric is unresolved, creating both physical and
perceptual edges and bariers that fragment the teritory and prevent ts integration.

The proposal ims fo reconnect hese natural systems with the city, using fhe Es Sindicat
building as a strategic point of contact. This network of spaces is connected through a
process of revegetation of the main urban axes, ecological and landscape cortidors
that strengthen the confinuity befween the city and the mountains. A progressive
renaturaization of the urban fabric establishes a resiient city model, capable of
adapting to environmental risks and promoting new, more inclusive and cooperative
ways of living

In terms of design, fhe park is loid out as an extension of the agricultural mosaic found
in the municipality's suroundings, thus recovering old agriculfural fraces and creating
a network of pathways that connect the urban core with the mountains. The park is
conceived as an extension of the existing ecosystems, acknowledging fhat humans
will nof be the only users of the green space and placing value on The endemic and
typical flora and fauna of the area.

The recovery of the industrial building of Es Sindicat, despite its high heritage value and the
need fo preserve ifs constructive features, physical characterisiics, and iconic image, is

froma ive. The word iitation” is given the meaning
of resforing fhe capacity fo be inhabited, reactivating an obsolete industrial container by
endowing it once again with use, activity, and iife.

In this sense, the infervention does not aim o freeze the building in fime. Rather, with the
utmost respect for the exisfing structure and the value it represents in the collective memory
of the workers, it seeks fo raise it once more as a social emblem, both for Felanitx and for the
island of Mallorca. The proposal advocates for a program that preserves reminiscences of the.
original use linked o production, while incorporating new uses that position Es Sindicat as a
culfural and arlistic creation hub.

MAIN BUILDING: I the upper level, a museum space is proposed and, on the lower level,
the large open hall is designated as a Mullipurpose Space for Arfislic Creation. The route
continues toward the two fermentation halls that complefe the main body, with @ system
of walkways running along fhe upper part of the vats. Two large green patios are empfied,
allowing natural light fo enter and improving indoor environmental quaity. The body located
on the main facade is fransformed info a large arival hall, arficulated in relation fo the new
Guillem Timoner square. The small hall closing fhe square space is conceived as fhe end of the
exhibition and cultural route. It houses @ Proximity Gasfronomy Lab

LAGARS BUILDING: This volume will house the Mediteranean Material Lab and Research
Center, a reference space for research on local materials and construction fechniques. If will
include work areas and specidlized laboratories, such as the Fired Clay and Tile Laborafories,
Marés and Living Stone Laboratories, Mediterranean Fibre Studio, as well as Heritage Skills
Classrooms.

TANKS AND WAREHOUSE BUILDING: The fwo large fanks are modified with the incorporation of
vertical circulation cores, as well as elevated walkways that allow visitors fo explore a multi-
species universe of birds, insects, and native fauna, while reconnecting with the walkway
levels of the central halls.The warehouse hallis converted info cooperative housing, infended
both for temporary stays for resident artists and for public housing for the population of Felanix.
