The Rewilding Grounds project aims to reconnect the urban fabric of
Polignano a Mare with its natural and agricultural landscape by re-
establishing both physical and perceptual links between the seafront
and the rural hinterland. The plan envisions a system of three
interconnected urban parks - located in the Lepore and Marconi/
Trieste areas - alongside the adaptive reuse of the historic Villa

along the Bari-Lecce railway, identified as a strategic corridor that
can evolve into a green-blue infrastructure, linking towns, hamlets,
and natural reserves. At the core of the vision s the integration of the
agricultural landscape into urban form, expanding public space and
promoting a development model that is both inclusive and rooted in
local identity.
