Soft Prospect adopts a strategy of soft typologies: rationally modulated housing units
built with low-tech methods and high spatial efficiency. Constructed entirely in brick
using traditional techniques, these dwellings reduce costs and support local labor,
making them both affordable and replicable.

Corridor-free layouts maximize usable space, while a clear modular grid guides
construction and allows for long-term adaptability. Rooms can shift in function over
time—sleeping, working, gathering—without structural changes, supporting flexible living
within compact, efficient footprints.

Instead of free-standing buildings, homes are arranged in pairs: they share a party wall at
ground level and touch lightly at a corner above. This configuration preserves the
benefits of paired plots—economic and spatial—while offering qualities of detached
housing, such as better light, ventilation, and privacy.

These soft typologies prioritize simplicity and flexibiity, avoiding rigid domestic models.
Their robustness and adaptability make them resilient to change, extending their lfe
cycle and usefulness. Minimizing unnecessary complexity and maximizing everyday
utility, they support long-term affordability in both construction and occupation.
